WFP HORN OF AFRICA 

WFP is rapidly moving life-saving food and nutritional products by sea, air and road into Ethiopia, Kenya and Somalia to address hunger, especially among the most vulnerable – young children and their mothers.

WFP is providing highly fortified supplementary food products for children to prevent malnutrition in the first two years of life, which can lead to irreversible damage to children’s minds and bodies.

WFP is scaling up the use of cash transfers for food in drought-affected agricultural areas of Kenya, aiming to reach nearly half a million people (80,000 households) by the end of the year. Without this assistance, many of these families would spend most of their income on food. 

WFP is working to strengthen the resiliency of communities in drought-prone areas, working with governments and other agencies, using food assistance to support smallholder farmers and helping people to adapt to changes in weather patterns.

· WFP is aiming to provide food assistance to 10.9 million people in the Horn of Africa region

· WFP is currently reaching around 7.4 million drought-affected people

· The shortfall is made up of drought-affected people in Kenya and Somalia that we are scaling up to reach in coming months.

· In Somalia, WFP provided food assistance to nearly one million people in August.  We are  scaling up to reach 1.9 million  people in the country by the end of the year

· WFP  food assistance is reaching 3.7 million people in Ethiopia (inc 240,000 refugees);

· WFP is supporting 1.87 million people in Kenya, (including 553,000 refugees) and is scaling up to reach  3.75 million Kenyans in the coming months, in addition to the refugee caseload (see details below)

· WFP is also working in the Karamoja region of Uganda, providing food to 700,000  there, as well as in Djibouti, where 109,000 people receive food.

· The budget shortfall for the whole Horn operation for the next six months (up to February 2012), taking pledges and confirmed contributions into account, is US$299 million. 

SOMALIA
In Somalia, there is famine in: 

· All of Lower Shabelle region

· All of Bay region

· parts of Bakool – where there are many agro-pastoralists

· parts of Banadir – chiefly IDP communities in Mogadishu

· Middle Shabelle – in the agro-pastoral areas of Balcad and Cadale

Latest operational info:

· Over the next three months, WFP will focus its efforts on distributing food to as many people as it can reach in areas of Somalia we have access to. We are scaling up to meet the urgent food needs  1.9 million people in areas of the country including Puntland, Somaliland, Central Regions and Mogadishu by the end of the year.

· In total, WFP food assistance was provided to 990,000 people in August  

· Mogadishu: In August a total of over 360,000 people received food.  
· Puntland: In August a total of over 113,000 people received food assistance, including:

· Somaliland: In August a total of over 118,000 people reached. 

· Central Regions:  In August total of over 340,000 people were reached. 

· With its focus on nutrition for young children, WFP has to date airlifted 244 metric tons of Plumpy ’Sup, a ready-to-eat specialized nutrition product, into Mogadishu. This is enough to feed more than 85,000 malnourished children under the age of 5 for a month.[1]  This food boosted existing stocks being distributed by local NGO partners in 22 nutrition centres across the city.
· WFP has also airlifted into Mogadishu 496 metric tons of wheat-soya blend, another nutritional product that provides more protein than normal cereals.

· WFP has also airlifted 70 metric tons of fortified cooking oil into the capital.

[1] NB: 1 metric ton of Plumpy’Sup, formerly known as Supplementary Plumpy, is enough to treat 350 children under 5 for one month.
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
