Media Update on Lebanon:
 
· What began as a displacement crisis in Lebanon is now evolving into a deepening food security crisis, driven by conflict, economic collapse, rising prices, and market disruptions.
· Nearly one million people have been displaced across Lebanon, while host communities opening their homes are facing the same economic pressures as displaced families.
· Food insecurity affects both Lebanese and refugee populations. Even before this escalation, 874,000 peoplewere already facing acute food insecurity, with projections indicating this could rise to 961,000 by mid-2026. Our latest analysis indicates this number is set to rise further.
· Rising fuel and shipping costs linked to regional instability are increasing the cost of humanitarian operations, with WFP transport costs already up 15–20 percent.
· Without immediate and sustained funding, WFP’s ability to maintain lifesaving food assistance at scale could be at risk — at a time when needs continue to grow rapidly.
· WFP has already delivered the equivalent of more than 2 million meals, including daily food support to nearly 80,000 displaced people in shelters.
· WFP has deployed humanitarian convoys to southern Lebanon, including hard-to-reach border villages, delivering food assistance to communities running dangerously low on supplies, despite the difficult operating context.
· Since the escalation in Lebanon began on 2 March, WFP has reached over 440,000 conflict-affected people across Lebanon with emergency food and cash assistance, on top of existing programmes supporting vulnerable families.
· The space for humanitarian action must be preserved. Safe, sustained, and predictable access is essential for WFP to continue delivering assistance to all communities in need.
