The latest Integrated Food Security Phase Classification (IPC) analysis shows a deepening hunger crisis amid conflict and access challenges. With 56 percent of the population – one of the highest proportions in the world – acutely food insecure, UN agencies are warning that there is a credible risk of famine in parts of Upper Nile and Jonglei states under a worst-case scenario, particularly if conflict escalates further, displacement increases, and humanitarian access remains constrained.

An updated food insecurity analysis has confirmed that conflict and displacement is driving a worsening hunger crisis in South Sudan with a credible risk of famine in parts of Upper Nile and Jonglei states under a worst-case scenario, particularly if conflict escalates further, displacement increases, and humanitarian access remains constrained. The situation is most severe in conflict-affected areas of Jonglei and Upper Nile states, where communities have been cut off from food, markets, and essential services.

The latest Integrated Food Security Phase Classification (IPC) analysis shows that 7.8 million people - 56 per cent of the population, among the highest in the world today – are facing high levels of acute food insecurity (IPC Phase 3 or above) between April and July 2026. This includes 73,300 people facing Catastrophe (IPC Phase 5)—the most severe level of hunger—while 2.5 million people are in Emergency (IPC Phase 4) and 5.3 million in Crisis (IPC Phase 3).

GVs displaced mothers and children at a malnutrition centre. Children being tested for malnutrition using Mid Upper-Arm Circumference test (MUAC) when the band is red it means the child is severely malnourished.
The malnutrition crisis is also deepening in South Sudan, 2.2 million children under-5 years are suffering from acute malnutrition, a figure projected to persist or worsen through July 2026, and which includes 696,554 children with severe acute malnutrition, the deadliest form. Similarly, 1.2 million pregnant and breastfeeding women are acutely malnourished, placing both mothers and infants at heightened risk.
